It is not unusual that we gardeners/rose growers would not be satisfied with how our gardens
are looking. However, | was really dissatisfied and felt that there was something just not right
about my roses. | had checked my ph level with a Kelway soil tester that Dave had been given
several years ago and it showed around 6.5 most places. | had brought a sample to a meeting
a few years ago, when Tom Critelli was doing testing with a similar tester. All seemed fine. |
had not been adding lime to my gardens on a regular basis. Perhaps | had put in some lime
when | planted the roses.

| took some soil samples a few weeks ago and sent them to Va Tech. Three samples came
back showing ph of 5.0 to 5.8. Was | surprised! | was also really glad that it showed a
problem that could be corrected and perhaps improve my roses. | have sprinkled lime in the
flower border and put a cup around each rose bush and watered it in. | know it is process to
get it back to where it should be, but | hope | am going to see some good results it time. The
complete process of their testing | guess is the way to go.

If we don't have some things to work on, we may not learn some things; that's the way I try to
think of these things. If this really makes a difference, | will be sure to let you know!!

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Preparing For a Fall Rose Show

Howard Jones gave a very informative talk to the Richmond Rose Society in June on preparing
for a fall show. He gave numerous suggestions on how to prepare your roses for the show, and
spoke extensively on proper pruning techniques and timing to maximize your number and
quality of blooms. Below | have summarized some of his suggestions in preparing for a fall
show. Attached please find an alphabetized table of roses and how many days ahead of the
show you should prune for optimal bloom production.

1. Pruning in August will improve the number and quality of blooms.
2. The number of petals per bloom, the longer it will take for them to repeat bloom.
3. Never cut back > 1/3 of a cane, are it will have inadequate foliage for

photosynthesis (the mechanism by which plants grow).

4, Deadhead anywherefrom18-0 n¢ 0 STF2NX | Fl ff &aK2g®
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6. Cut your miniature and mini-flora blooms on the tight side ¢ no more than half
open.

7. After cutting, re-cut end of stem under water and place large roses in a 5 gallon
bucket with 1 gallon of water that has Crysal 2 added. Crysal 2 conditions and
feeds.

8. After grooming your bloom, put in a cone made from freezer paper to protect the

foliage and bloom from damage.

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What is a Rose Show?

A rose show is a judged exhibit of roses for all to see the beauty and variety of our national
flower. Richmond Rose Society would like to see all of its members participate in and
enjoy the 2009 Colonial District Fall Meeting and Show on September 25™ 26" and 27™ at
Lewis Ginter Botanical Garden. The rose show is a great social event, a competition
among rose growers and a chance for all participants to learn, discuss, and exchange
ideas on growing roses. At the show you will see hundreds of exhibits showing the beauty
and numerous varieties of roses as well as creative and beautiful designs.

The Show
The show is divided into the Horticulture and Design Divisions.

Horticulture Division consists of:

e The Colonial District Challenge that is open to the current members of the American
Rose Society (ARS) residing in the Colonial District

e The Richmond Rose Society Challenge (RRS) which is open to members of the
RRS only

e Standard Roses Classes that are open to everyone

e Miniature/Mini-Flora Roses Classes are open to everyone

e Judges Challenge Class is open to Judges of this show

Design Division consists of three sections, including a novice section, that are described in
the show program. We also will have a photography Division for all to enter. Details can
be found in the show program available in mid-September.

The individuals entering roses in the show on Saturday the 26" may begin preparations at
6 am by entering the Education Building at Lewis Ginter through the parking lot side of the
building. Exhibitors will check in at the parking lot entrance, preparation areas will be
designated, vases will be available and filled with water, show tags will be available and alll
exhibitors will have their roses and tags verified at the classification table. Runners will
place the roses in the proper location in the show area unless the program states that the
exhibitor will display the rose(s).

The deadline for entries into the show is 9:30 am. At 10 am the exhibit halls will be closed
to exhibitors, and judging will commence for horticulture, design and photography. The
rose show judges will work in pairs accompanied by clerks that will assist the judges.



Runners will pick up the rose(s) winning an award or qualifying for an award and take it to
the appropriate table location in the front of the auditorium.

The rose show itself will

be open to the public from 1:.00 pm until 4:00 pm with the show awards being

presented at 3:30 pm. For members and participants in the show there will be a guided

tour of Lewis Ginter Gardens starting from the Education Building at 2 pm and ending

by 3:15 pm.

Hotel, Social Activities and Meetings
Both a complete weekend schedule and a registration form are included in this
newsletter as well.

Setting up for the Show

There has been a lot of preparation for this event over the past year by the Co-chairs of
the rose show and the RRS board. However, it all starts for real on Thursday, the 24"
of September before the show when a few members pull out of storage about 60 boxes
of vases and other supplies. There are boxes full of vases-about 800 in all. There are
vases for minis, single roses, vases for two roses, vases for bouquets of three to six
roses, and stands, pallets and easels, large rolls of paper, dividers, cards, registration
tags, and signs for rose classes, the awards, etc.

On Friday morning at 10:00 am members of the Richmond Rose Society will gather at
the education building to unload and unbox all of the vases, separate them, fill them
with water and place each type together so they are ready on Saturday morning for the
exhibitors. Also, the display tables need to be prepared and covered with paper. On
the tables will be placed dividers and signs indicating the placement for the various
classes and sub classes of roses. And, the awards tables need to be skirted, an area
identified for each award, and the awards need to be unboxed and placed on the
tables.

Taking it all Down

On Sunday afternoon at 3:30 pm we will take down the show which means disposing of
hundreds of roses, collecting and emptying the vases, packing them, and move out all
the boxes and other supplies belonging to the Richmond Rose Society. In addition, we
need to clean up the building, remove all of the trash and make sure all the rooms are
in the condition in which we found them on Thursday.

Calling on all Members

To make our show a success we need all of our members to help in whatever way they
are able. Help is needed in setting up, and in taking it all down. And, of course, bring
your roses for the show and attend the various activities. If you have not been to the
Friday night gathering or the Saturday night banquet you are in for a very pleasant
surprise. They really are a lot of fun so sign up.



Our next Rose society meeting will be at Childrens Hospital on September 20™ at
2:00pm. At the meeting we will go over the schedule, insure we have all positions
filled, identify any problem areas and answer your questions.

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-a short history

G[ I CNI y G$igbHd Tda,Kn3s infrddudddl in 1867 by Jean-Baptiste Guillot, a second-
generation French rose breeder. It was a chance cross (parentage unknown) which when placed
before a panel of fifty judges, was given the name of France. Its breeder was already well known
for having perfected shield-graft budding on seedling stock in 1849. But what were the European
hybridizers looking for? Why did this rose stand out as the beginning of a whole new class?

By the beginning of the 19'" century Europe was enjoying a thriving trade with the Far East, and
European botanists were discovering that Chinese species roses were numerous, and that they
were different from the European species. For one, they were more brightly colored, with deep
yellows and crimson reds, compared to the pale shades of the European Damasks. Secondly, they
were vigorous repeat bloomers, while most European species only bloomed once. This lead to
many new named varieties. The Tea roses bred in France at this time took their classification
name from the two tea-scented Chinas in their lineage. Meanwhile, the British were incorporating
other Chinas with European species to create what came to be known as Victorian Roses or Hybrid
Perpetuals.

Each class had their strengths and weaknesses, so hybridizers then, just as they do today, were
striving for a better rose. For them it was achieving the ideal form, much as we tend to emphasize
disease-resistant varieties today. According to Jack Harkness, who hybridized many roses, Hybrid
Teas got the best characteristics of both classes. They received their firm stems, vigor and
hardiness from the Hybrid Perpetuals, and from the Teas they received beautiful foliage and long
strait petals to form high centers.

Hybrid Teas did not come into being as a separate class until 1879, more than a decade after the
