Abscisic Acid & Water Stress
by Gary Richie, PhD, Master Rosarian

h I ow isthe plant hormone, abscisic acid (ABA) impli-
cated in a plant’s ability to manage its own water
r balance and to cope with water stress?

If you wereto bring apotted miniature rose plant indoors
andrefrainfromwateringit for several days, it would wilt. If
you then re-watered it, it would regain turgor and spring
back to life. This should come as no surprise to anyone.

If, during the wilting and recovery process, you could
messure the intensity of plant water stressin your mini, along
with the concentration of ABA in theleaves, and the“ stomatal
aperture” (essentidly, the degree of openness of the stomata)
hereiswhat youwould find. Initialy, when there was plenty of
water in the container, there would be negligible water stress.
At this point, ABA concentrations would be very low and
stomatal aperture would be very high. But, as the potting soil
begantodry out, plant water stresswouldincrease. At thesame
time, ABA concentrations would rise steadily, and stomata
would beginto close. Asthe duration of the drying period per-
ssted, stress would mount, ABA would continue to increase,
and stomata would remain closed. As soon as you re-watered
the plant, stress would fal to near zero, ABA would drop
dramaticaly and stomatal apertures would again open. This
pattern clearly suggests a role of ABA in the response of
stomata to water stress.

Further support for such arole comesfrom research with
plantsthat, through mutation, havelost their ability to make
ABA. Such plants, when subjected to water stress, cannot
close their stomata. Application of ABA to leaves of these
wilting mutants causes stomata closure, helping leaves re-
gainturgor. Thisisclear evidencethat ABA assistsplantsin
controlling stomatal water loss.

Here'show it works. In response to water stress, ABA is
either manufactured in the leaf, or imported to the leaf from
other parts of the plant. Some of thisimported ABA comes
all theway fromtheroots, which arethefirst plant tissuesto
sense impending drought. Elegant experiments have dem-
onstrated that roots, when exposed [ Continued page 7]

ABSCISICACID [Continued frompage6] toonly a
tiny bit of water stress, are capable of sharply increasing the
manufacture of ABA. This then enters the transpiration
stream and is carried to the top of the plant where it passes
into theleaves, then into the guard cells, to promote stomatal
closure. Sotherootsprovidetheplant withachemical “ early
warning signal” (in the form of ABA) of approaching
drought.

The manner in which ABA moves into the guard cells
and closes stomata has been intensively studied. Here's
what we now know about this process. ABA can exist in
what’s known as a “dissociated” form (ABA*) or an
“un-dissociated” form (ABAH). When mild water stress
begins to develop, the plant’s transpiration sap tends to
becomeslightly alkaline (the pH increases). Alkalinity fa-
vorsdissociationof ABAH asABA*. ABA* doesnot pass
easily through the membranes of the leaf mesophyl| cells.
So ABA that would normally enter the mesophyll cells
moves instead into the guard cells, increasing their ABA
concentration.

Increasing ABA concentration in the guard cellstrig-
ger a cascade of events. First, the ABA stimulates the
accumulation of calcium in the guard cells by a number
of mechanisms. This, then causes changes in the mem-
brane that block the influx, and increase the out flux, of
potassium ions from the cell. The net loss of potassium
ions after the guard cell’s osmotic properties causing a
loss of guard cell turgor and, hence, stomatal closure.

It'sadifferent worldwe
live in. But some of things we look up are not aways right
and some of the so-called expertsare not alwaysright either.

A local County Agent who appears daily on atelevision
newscast erroneoudly told the public to prune rosesin Febru-
ary when arearosarians know that they should not be pruned
until April. 1t usedto bethat the Snopessitewouldtell youif a
site was legitimate, but then we found out that Snopes was a
husband and wife team in California, not a research center.
Who canyou believe? | prefer to get my information fromthe
ARS and related links or from other Consulting Rosarians
who haveactually tried aparticular fertilizer or spray or tool.

All thisleads me to an assessment of ARS. We currently
have around 9,500 memberships, but when you take out
society memberships, library memberships, public gar-
den memberships, honorary memberships, and trial mem-
berships, the number of actual members is around 7500
and we are still losing around 500 members per year. At
this current rate of attrition, | believe the ARS will cease
to be aviable organization in the next few years unless a
turnaround occurs. Wework on getting new memberswith
our trial membership program, but we also need to work
on keeping our existing ones. | have heard suggestions
that we need to survey current members about their atti-
tude toward ARS, but we also need to find out why mem-
bersareleaving. Societies could help by speaking to lost
members, finding out what their reasonswerefor leaving,
and then reporting back tome. I, inturn, could passthison
to ARS.

| think many memberslook at ARS asthe physical plant
in Shreveport only. They do not consider that the vast ma-
jority of the information members get is provided free of
charge by dedicated memberswho write articles, governthe
ARS, make decisions on CR manuals, judging manuals,
awards, ethical decisions, trust management, and many
other functions. The purpose of the ARS headquarters and
staff isto seethat all of thisinformation istied together and
getsdisseminated to the members. | believe our local societ-
ies exist only because of the ARS.

| cannot imaginethat anetwork of rose societiesthrough-
out the US would ever have occurred had there not been an
ARSto oversee them, develop interest in roses, and help tie
them together. Shreveport isjust thetip of theiceberg; the
members who provide the information we seek is the much
larger portion beneath the water, agroup of dedicated rosar-
ians who want to continue the tradition of the ARS. When
you think of the ARS, think below the surface.

Another concern is what might happen if there were no
ARS. TheDigtrictisan arm of ARS. Should ARS cease to

exist, the District would also fold. Although the District has
bylaws, it isnot a separate non-profit educational entity. All
moniesin thetreasury would go to the ARSto pay off debts.
It is possible that the District could reorganize as a new en-
tity, but if the larger ARS cannot survive, itisunlikely that a
group of 500 members could do so either. Itisalso unlikely
that the US Government would designate such a small
organization tax-exempt status.

Taking thisa step further, what would happen to local societ-
ies? Surely these smdl groups would not want to organize and
apply for tax-exempt statusWould banks, stores, or nurseries
continue to provide trophies for rose shows if they could not
writethem off astax exemptions?1 doubt it. Would we beableto
charge dues? Would we have been able to eiminate the $300in
date taxes we did not have to pay for our fal convention in
Charleston? Would we be ableto raise money by sdlling rosesor
other methods without a business license?

As a beacon of hope, one anonymous member has re-
cently donated $60,000 to the ARS Annual Fund. Someone
feels very strongly that the ARS is a worthwhile organiza-
tionand | hopeall of youwill continueto support the ARS as
well (not necessarily at the $60,00 level!l) | have visited
several of our local societiesrecently and heard some of the
complaints and possible solutions suggested. Please feel
freeto passon your thoughtstome. | will bein Tyler, Texas,
in March for the spring Board meeting and it would be hel p-
ful to haveyour input for that meeting. Each of you can con-
tinue to help by providing rose growing advice to your
friends and neighbors.

On agardening note, | wasrecently told by Don Wade and
Joe Yelenik that spreading Milorganite around your roses will
keep the deer out. | am skeptical but will try it this spring. | have
used it as a supplemental fertilizer the past few yearsand it smells
bad enough to keep me out of the garden, so maybeit workson deer
too. Joesaysto spread it around theyard just like alawn fertilizer.
Doit several timesayear. It should helpyour grassif nothing else.

The Charleston Rose Soci-
ety has ordered roses for Mother’s Day and we will see
how it turns out. The roses have to be ordered from a com-
pany by the name of ColorLink. Their number is
800-6867380.

There are two waysto order:

1. You may select the roses you want from about 85 vari-
eties. You must buy inlots of 128 plants and you must pick
varietiesin multiples of eight. These roses come in “plugs”
and are not in bloom. They need to be potted up before sell-
ingthem.Thereare both miniaturesand miniflorasavailable.
Although thismay bealot of effort, the cost per bush includ-
ing shipping and packing isroughly $3.50. You will need to
order earlier if you choose this method since you will want
the roses to be growing well before you try to sell them.
There are many exhibition roses available and a few new
ones such as First and Foremost, Power Point, Show Sopper,
and Magic Show.

2. You may order bud and bloom collectionsin 4.5" pots.
Theseroses are in or near bloom. These must be ordered in
multiples of 36 bushes. There are twenty varieties available
and Nor’ East picksthevarieties. All of therosesare minia-
tures. Some of the better known varieties are Cupcake, Y2K,
Salute, Rainbow's End, Swveet Diana, Winsome, Teddy Bear, and
Fireworks. The selections include all of the basic color classes
and some blends. The cost per bush including shipping and
packing is about $6.35.

By ordering through method one, you have an opportunity to
work as a society to get the roses ready and can make a little
money for your society. The Charleston Rose Society is using
method two. Our purposeisnot to makealot of money but rather
to keep the public aware of miniatures and expose our society to
the public. | estimate we have sold around 7000 miniaturessince
1985 and we il get people asking when we are going to sell
roses again, so theinterest isgill there. We are only sdlling 180
bushes this year since we want to see what the qudity is before
wetry to sal 300-400 like we did for many years.

Occasionally we get new membersthisway soitisworth
theeffortto sell therosesjust for thepublicity. | hope some of
you will giveit atry thisyear. | think roses can still be or-
dered for the spring.

The flower used for the male parent is cut from the bush
when it isalmost open. | remove the petals by pulling them
off. The anthers are cut off over the opening of asmall jar,
leaving the top off so the pollen will dry.

When the stigmas are ready to receive the pollen they
will be slightly swollen and sticky. You can tell by using a
magnifying glass. | apply the pollen with my fingers, then
replace the paper cone, using a twister or staple to keep it
from being blown off. In about two weeks| will removethe
cone at which timel will know whether the cross hastaken
or not.

| attach alabel below the bloom with the name of the seed
parent first, then aplusmark (+) followed by the name of the
mal e parent.

By November, most hipswill be turning yellow and red.
They will beripe. | take them off the bush with the name
label attached. At thistime | will remove the seedsfrom the
hip, clean off the pulp and put the seedsin a glass of water.
Any that float will be disposed of. The ones that sink are
dried and planted. Plant the seedsin a container of Pro-Mix
about one-half inch deep and one inch apart. | use one-half
tablespoon of Captan to a gallon of water, to prevent
damping off.

When the seedlings have developed a set of leaves they
are placed in pots two and one-half inches. | add a pinch of
charcoal to help absorb impurities. In the spring when the
weather is warm, the good seedlings are planted in the
garden.

Harry was a dedicated rose gardener, a fine exhibitor of his roses and usually a
winner of the “Seedling” classification.
